FDOT also plans to add five
emergency pull-off areas along
the express lanes. These sites will

. feature wider shoulders of at least

13 feet wide to give drivers, law
enforcement officials and first re-
sponders more room to conduct
emergency activities along the fa-
cility. Three sites will be added on
the northbound direction and two
sites will be added southbound.

Installation of the new plastic

poles is scheduled to begin later

this year. Construction of the
first pull-off area is set to start
in 2017 after FDOT obtains ap-
proval from the Federal High-
way Administration (FHWA).
FDOT continues to look at
additional operational strate-
gies to improve 95 Express op-
erations.
